CURRICULUM

The curriculum is broad and holistic, encompassing Creative Arts, Technology (Robotics and Coding),
Entrepreneurship Skills Development (ESD), Humanities, Sciences, Mathematics, Languages and
co-curricular and service activities. Pupils write the Independent Examination Board (IEB)
matriculation examination in grade 12.

Choice Mathematics, Choice Afrikaans/isiZulu are offered to pupils who require extra assistance in
these subjects in Grade 8 and 9. For those pupils who do not require this assistance, they may
choose one of the following as a Choice subject in Grade 8 and 9: Music, Visual Arts, Dramatic Arts,
Equestrian, French and Accelerated Mathematics.

In Grade 10, scholars begin preparation for the National Senior Certificate which requires them to do
a minimum of seven subjects.

English, Afrikaans or IsiZulu, Mathematics or Mathematical Literacy, and Life Orientation form the
compulsory core of the subjects.
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In addition pupils are required to select a minimum of three elective subjects in line with their career
path. The elective subject are as follows:

° Physical Sciences, Computer Application Technology (CAT), Life Sciences, Accounting,
Business Studies, Equine Studies*, French SAL* Information Technology, Engineering
Graphics & Design, History, Geography, Visual Arts and Dramatic Arts.

Music, Further Studies English, Further Studies Maths and Further Studies Physics are available as
8" subjects at additional cost to the parents from grade 10 to 12.

*Equine Studies and French SAL will only be offered in Grade 10-12 if the number of pupils wishing to
continue exceeds 8.

Pupils write the Independent Examination Board (IEB) matriculation examination in grade 12.

DETENTION

Detention may be issued to pupils for various offences in accordance with the Code of Conduct and
Disciplinary Procedure. Councillors’ detention is issued for minor offences, Deputies’ detention for
more serious offences and Head’s detention for extremely serious offences. Councillors’ detention is
held on a Friday from 14h45 to 15h45. Deputies’ detention is held on a Monday from 14h45 to 16h45.
The Code of Conduct and Disciplinary Procedures will be explained to the Grade 8 pupils on the
Orientation Camp.

ETHOS

Owing to our small class sizes (max 28), pupils are encouraged to communicate with their teachers.
Each pupil is regarded as an individual to be nurtured within a context of teamwork and
interdependence.

Our pupils are required to be involved in the co-curricular programme as we believe this is integral to
their holistic development. An appreciation of service, sporting and cultural pursuits is encouraged in
all pupils.

Our pupils are bound by a code of conduct and related disciplinary procedures, which are based on
democratic principles and fundamental rights such as dignity, non-discrimination, non-violence, equity
and participation. Our Codes and Policies are drawn up to reflect and protect those rights which are
enshrined in the Constitution of the RSA.

As such, Beaulieu College is an inclusive environment where everyone is welcome and where we
insist that everyone’s right to dignity is respected.
